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Below, please find instructions on changing the MCS-8-KEYPAD.

Remove power from the MCS-8 unit.

1.	 Removing the old keypad, start by removing the ribbon (‘GRAY 
with red stripe’) and than the ‘GREEN keypad ribbon’ from the 
MCS-8 board.

	 Remove the door keypad from the MCS-8 enclosure by unscrewing 		
	 the two thumb screws holding the door to the enclosure.

2.	 Using a small thin screw driver insert at one end of the old black 
keypad cover and pry up the old keypad from the gray door cover. 

	 Remove old keypad completely from the front of the door.

	 Lay the new MCS-8 KEYPAD on a flat surface, face down

3.	 Remove the small 3M backing from the back around the keypad 
ribbon first.

4.	 Peel back the 3M backing about 1” at the edge of the keypad where 
you just removed the backing in step 3.

	 Thread the ribbon through the hole provided for in the 			 
	 enclosure door.

5.	 Lay the new keypad on the front of the door enclosure 
starting at the ribbon edge.

6.	 Press the leading edge down firmly to hold in place. 

7.	 Peel all the 3M backing from the back of the new keypad 
and drop onto the enclosure ensuring that the keypad goes 
on straight.

8.	 Press the Keypad in place, pulling on the keypad ribbon so 
it is flat on the inside of the door, now press firmly on the 
keypad.

9.	 Remove the clear plastic protector from the front of the 
new keypad.

10.	Refasten the cover to the enclosure using the two thumb 
screws.

11.	Plug in the keypad ribbon and the power ribbon to the ports 
on the MCS-8 as shown in figure 1.
